Acts23:12-22

they would neither drink nor eat until they had killed Paul.

2Tim.2:25-26

that they may recover themselves out of the snare of the devil.

Acts23:23-30

...set Paul on, and bring him safe unto the governor of Caesarea.

Acts23:31-35

I will hear thee... when thy accusers are also come.

Acts24:1

the high priest descended... with a certain orator named Tertullus...

Mt.27:1-2

the chief priests and elders...took counsel against Jesus to put him to death.

Mt.23:13-15

Woe unto you, scribes and Parisees, hypocrites!

Acts24:2-9
