Our Comfort
2Cor.1:1 Paul, an apostle of Jesus Christ by the will of God... unto the church of God...

2Cor1:2-3 Grace be to you and peace from God our Father, and from the Lord Jesus Christ.

2Cor.1:4-7 Who comforteth us... that we may be able to comfort them...

Rm.8:29 that he might be the firstborn among many brethren.

Eph.2:4-7 That in the ages to come he might show the exceeding riches of his grace in his

kindness toward us through Jesus Christ.

2Cor.5:20 We are ambassadors for Christ... we pray you in Christ's stead, be ye reconciled..
